 Recently, trade in Japan has been shifting its focus away 

from the United States and towards Asia, specifically the 
region centered around China. Active shipping routes 
between the U.S. and China also pass through the Japan Sea, 
passing through the Tsugaru Straits, instead of the Pacific 
Ocean. As well as these changes, there have been some 
attempts to diversify the distribution network, which had been 
concentrated on the Pacific Ocean coast, to include the 
Japan Sea coast, in the context of securing alternative 
facilities which are prepared for contingencies such as natural 
disasters, and for the use of Busan Port as a hub port.  

 Naoetsu Port, which is geographically close to Busan Port 

and other Asian countries, has a clear advantage as a 
distribution base, and functions as an LNG base on the Japan 
Sea coast as well. Further development of the port is 
expected, and this will ideally prepare it to face the start of the 
“Japan Sea Era” of the 21st century.

 Joetsu City, which has Naoetsu Port, is located in the central part of the Japan Sea coastline. 

The city is fully set up with transport networks of both land and sea. As a key junction for the 
trade from Naoetsu Port, the Hokuriku and Joshinetsu expressways are links Joetsu city to other 
areas. Some major railways, such as Echigo-Tokimeki Railway(Myoko-Haneuma Line and 
Nihonkai-Hisui Line), Shinetsu-Honsen Line and Hokuhoku Line, conect in Joetsu city. Now, 
Joetsu city has an important role for the transport of people and products because the Hokuriku 
Shinkansen(bullet line from Tokyo to Kanazawa) and Joetsu-Myoko station opened in March of 
2015. And As for the jyoshinnetsu Expressway, Full 4-lane project is progressing .
